Adam’s Resizer Program Instructions
These instructions relate to release 0.2.0.0.

Please see the disclaimer on the web site http://www.adamwynne.com/resizer.aspx
Installation

Download the .exe from the web site.

Place it somewhere useful  and accessable.

Optionally create a shortcut to it on your desktop.

Don’t forget to install .Net runtime 3.5, which you can get via the web page.

Overview

The program is set up as two tabbed screens, one for batch resize, one for more advanced slide.show XML generation.
Batch Resize Images

Use the ‘Resize Directory of Images’ tab. (In this context a directory can be considered a folder).
To resize images, set the source directory by clicking the ... button, and select the directory where your images to be resized are stored.

Enter the width you want to resize the images to.

If you want a padded square image (where the width and height will be the same) check the ‘Pad Square’ checkbox. The background colour of the padding will be black.

Press the ‘Resize Now’ button to start the process. A sub-directory will be created to hold the resized images. A progress bar will tell you how far the program has got.

All EXIF data will be carried across to the new file.
slide.show XML Generation

Use the ‘Slide.Show Generator’ tab.
The purpose of this part of the utility is to generate XML data files for use with the slide.show Silverlight program. See the links to Codeplex and Vertigo on the web site for more information on setting up this product.
NOTE you must have set the source directory on the other tab to the top-most directory in your source album file structure.

Set the destination directory for where you want the images and XML files to be placed.

Set the thumbnail size (note that this will be reworked by slide.show and it’s a good idea to make them match)

Set the image size (note that some slide.show configurations allow for resizable views, make the image size big enough to look good if you are using resizable views)

Put the copyright message into the text box – don’t use the © symbol as this is Unicode and will not render properly in EXIF. This message will be tagged onto the EXIF data for the image only if  there is not already some copyright message present.

Check the ‘Force Write’ box if you want to re-size the images even if they already exist. By default if an image exists already then it won’t be re-generated. This is useful when you add to an album as only the new images will be resized. Note that XML data is always rebuilt.
Press ‘generate Images and XML File’ to start the process.

What it does

If a directory only contains other directories, it will place an XML data file in that directory listing the images in the subdirectories.

If a directory only contains files then no data.xml file will be placed in it as the parent directory will have the data file.

Therefore it is important to have a high level directory that contains only other directories.

Thumbnail subdirectories will be generated automatically.

A typical layout for the source albums for web publishing is as follows:
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This will generate the following directory structure:

In this example the scripts directory is added by you by hand, the contents of the scripts directory are from the slide.show codebase.

Where ever a data.xml file appears, you will have to add a configuration.xml file, and a default.html file. See the slide.show instructions for how to configure them. You will also have to provide a way to navigate to each default.html file, an example of this can be seen at http://www.adamwynne.com/silverlight.aspx
